Primary Aim of the Competition : “Driving English Excellence” among Form 4 and 5 students of
Malaysian Secondary Schools aged 16-19 years old.

Programme Structure : Successfully completed a 9-week intensive online interactive English
Language writing modules before entering the final essay competition.

Judging Process : (1) Preliminary by a judging panel comprising diverse pool of experts from the
Ministry of Education and official SPM English examiners. (2) Final authentication and ranking
recommendations by Australian National University.

Top 3 Winners & Prizes : Justin Jerome Awe from SMK St Joseph, Sarawak won the Gold Medal
and was awarded cash award of AUD1,000 and a seven-day study tour to the Australian National
University with his parent/guardian. The Silver Medal went to Nur Azreena Farhannah Muhammad
Azam from SMK Guar Perahu Indah, Pulau Pinang and the Bronze Medal was won by Regine Tan
from SMK Kota Kemuning, Selangor. They won cash awards of RM1,500 and RM750
respectively, as well as other gifts like book vouchers.

Most Promising Writers (Consolation Prizes) : Clarise Tan Pei Sim (SMK Subang Jaya,
Selangor); Nicholas Lam Ee Ren (SMK Sin Min, Kedah); Amal Syarah binti Jamaludin (Sekolah
Tun Fatimah, Johor); Nur Iffah binti Md Ariaf (MS Sultan Mahmud, Terengganu); Ooi Zhanwei
(SMK Perempuan China Pulau Pinang, Pulau Pinang); Liyana Najihah Ahmad Suhaimi (SMK Sri
Andalas, Selangor) and Lee Xuan Xuan (SMK Subang Utama, Selangor)

Statistics : Total access codes issued was 16,313 students, an impressive increase of 91%
compared to 8,529 students in 2016, when it first started. Total schools participated increased from
185 to 272 schools — coming from all 14 states in Malaysia. Total number of students who
completed the entire programme grew by 102%. There was a 729% increase in learning hours
clocked, from 14,042 hours to 116,411 hours by the students.

Closing Remarks by Deputy of Minister of Education : In congratulating the winners, the
Deputy Minister in her speech paid tribute to the teachers and parents whose efforts had borne
fruit in the success of their children. YB Teo also praised the efforts of the sponsors and
organisers, expressing her delight that concrete efforts are being made towards promoting
linguistic excellence in Malaysian students, and that programmes such as the DKLS Linguistic
Ambassador Award should be encouraged in order to develop future generations of Malaysians
who are versatile and capable of excelling in the globalised world.
